This month's Suggested Reading is an accounting of thekiittie/n story of how Samuel Clemens

— later Mark Twain— dodged being shanghaied into the military at the start of the Civil War by
traveling to Nevada with his brother, and the many (mis)adventures the two shared. There is also
the story of how Clemens came to write under the pen name Mark Twain.

Fans of Mark Twain who have reR@ughing Iwill recognize much of the action in this selection,
although with changes of name and detail in the separate accountings. There is in this selection a
great deal of more prosaic information such as troubles with the American Indian tribes and the
colorful characters who operated the stage lines and Pony Expresboarding houses and
brothels, and just generally those living in the various towns and ranches in the far West.
